EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Fellowship of International Churches (F.O.I.C.) is a movement of independent churches, ministries and ministers who have come into covenant relationship for the mutual benefit of each other. Each Church, Ministry and Minister have voluntarily submitted itself under ecclesiastical authority and may therefore withdraw its affiliation at anytime it so deems.

The Fellowship of International Churches is governed by the Presiding Bishop along with a Presbytery of Regional Bishops. Each Regional Bishop governs by respect and love and does not seek to usurp the authority of the local church. Each level of leadership in the F.O.I.C. is appointed and then confirmed by Ecclesiastical authority.

F.O.I.C. defines itself in the following characteristics:

1.) Our theology is Bible Centered, Orthodox and Reformed;

2.) Aggressive Evangelistic Outreach, Prayer and Faith;

3.) A supernatural emphasis in worship and lifestyle;

4.) Holy consecrated living;

5.) Healthy marriages and families;

6.) Community development and revitalization;

7.) Racial diversity among the congregation;

8.) Local and international missions outreach:

9.) Reaching and training the Emerging Generation.

MID-SOUTH DIOCESE
The Mid-South Diocese of The Fellowship of International Churches covers the states of Arkansas, Alabama, Louisiana, Mississippi and Tennessee and has established dioceses in the countries of Zambia, Malawi and South Africa. The Mid-South Diocese constitutes one of nine dioceses in the United States.

HISTORY
The Fellowship of International Churches (F.O.I.C.) is an organization founded by Bishop Wellington Boone, and people who have a long-standing history with his ministry.  Through the local church, campus ministry and related ministries, Bishop Boone has raised up a group of men who have modeled Psalm 133’s picture of divine unity.

The leaders of F.O.I.C. believed that what they had experienced with Bishop Boone should be exported worldwide.  They partnered to continue his vision through the Fellowship of International Churches.  The need for such a fellowship manifested over fifteen years ago, as many of these leaders were sent out to start churches in various cities throughout the United States.  The leaders and their churches had a need for spiritual covering, and they desired to continue in the unity of fellowship and purpose that had given birth to their ministries.

As God has brought national visibility to the ministry of Wellington Boone, through Promise Keepers, television, radio and print media, many other leaders and churches have expressed their interest in walking with Bishop Boone, and developing the Christ-like character that he and his ministry represent.

In the fall of 1998, thirty churches joined F.O.I.C. because of the vision and challenge put forth by Bishop Wellington Boone.  As the unique vision of F.O.I.C. unfolds, it will fulfill its mission in this generation.

DOCTRINAL BELIEFS

The doctrinal beliefs upheld by F.O.I.C. are based on the following Statements of Faith. We believe:
1. The Bible is the inspired Word of God, the product of holy men of old who spoke and wrote as they were moved by the Holy Spirit. We accept it as our infallible guide in matters pertaining to conduct and doctrine;

2. Our God is One, but manifested in three Persons. These Persons are: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit;

3. Man is a created being, made in the likeness and image of God; but through Adam’s transgression and fall, sin came into the world. Jesus Christ, the Son of God, was manifested to destroy the work of the devil and gave His life, shedding His blood to redeem and restore man back to God;

4. Man’s first step toward salvation is godly sorrow that works repentance. The new birth is necessary for all men, and when fulfilled produces eternal life;
5. Baptism in water by immersion is a direct command of our Lord, and is for believers only. The ordinance is symbolic of the Christian’s identification with Christ in His death, burial and resurrection;

6. Baptism in the Holy Spirit is a gift from God as promised by the Lord Jesus Christ to those who are believers. In this dispensation, it is received subsequent to the new birth. This experience may be accompanied by the evidence of speaking in other tongues as the Holy Spirit Himself gives utterance. The Holy Spirit baptism is the empowerment to live a godly life through surrender to Christ;

7. The Bible teaches that without holiness no man can see the Lord. We believe in the doctrine of sanctification as a definite, yet progressive work of grace, commencing at the time of regeneration and continuing until the consummation of salvation;
8. Healing is for physical ills of the human body and is wrought by the power of God through the prayer of faith, and by the laying on of hands. It is provided for in the atonement of Christ and it is the privilege of every member in the Church today;

9. The coming of Jesus is imminent. When He comes, “The dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. Thus we shall always be with the Lord;

10. The one who physically dies in his sin without Christ is hopelessly and eternally lost in the Lake of Fire. Therefore, he has no further opportunity of hearing the Gospel or for repentance. The Lake of Fire is literal. The terms “eternal” and “everlasting” used in describing the duration of the punishment of the damned in the Lake of Fire carry the same thought and meaning of endless existence as used in noting the duration of “joy” and “ecstasy” of the saints in the presence of God;

11. We partake of The Lord’s Supper to show the Lord’s death until He comes. The bread symbolizes the Lord’s broken body. The cup represents the New Covenant in His blood, which provides for us forgiveness and a relationship with God. We judge ourselves and realize that this represents our salvation and we receive it. If we receive it unworthily, without giving it honor as the emblem of our salvation, we are guilty of the body and blood of our Lord;

12. The “laying on of hands” is simply a belief that power or anointing can be transmitted by one person touching another. Laying on of hands was practiced by the Levitical Priesthood. Jesus practiced it as a blessing. It is our grounds for baby dedications rather than infant baptism. Scripture provides examples of laying on of hands for healing, to confer office, to receive the Holy Ghost, to believe words spoken, to receive and cultivate the anointing, for ordination, and to consecrate and receive ministry tools.

MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS
Membership in F.O.I.C. is given to those churches, ministries, associations and individuals who express interest in participating in the mission and vision of F.O.I.C. and seeing it fulfilled worldwide.

A Mission Church is a newly formed or forming church that is excused from annual assessments (for a given amount of time) as defined by the Diocese Bishop and the Presbytery. Such institutions would have to prove an inability to support the F.O.I.C. financially but must adhere to all policies and governing rules of the F.O.I.C.

Ministry is available to Christian ministries, Christian associations and Christian organizations, which are accountable to F.O.I.C.:

An entity can only be an affiliate member for one year and at the end of one year must decide if they want to be a fully active member of the F.O.I.C:

Financial Requirements:  II Corinthians 9:7

We ask that the following be given according to the level of membership:

Membership fees are to be paid monthly or quarterly.

I. Ministry heads are to personally sow at least a half of their monthly tithe to their ministry overseer. The other half of their tithe remains at their local church.
II. It is also expected that ministers, organizations and their people give freely at F.O.I.C functions above their annual assessments.
Other Assessment
I. The Presiding Bishop's Fund is a fund set up to support our Presiding Prelate in his travel and ministry pursuits.

II. The budget for the National Office of FOIC will be derived from an amount given by each Diocese. This amount will be a set percentage of each Diocese's budget and will be determined annually by the National Presbytery.

ASSESSMENT 
1. All giving by Churches, Ministries and other Member Institutions shall be directed to the Mid-South Diocese Office.

2. Institutional assessment shall range from two percent of net annual receipts to a minimum of one thousand ($1000.00) dollars annually ($250.00 quarterly) for a Church and five hundred ($500.00) dollars annually ($125.00 quarterly) for a Ministry.

3. All individual giving by Bishops, Regional Overseers, Regional Directors, Pastors, Ministry Heads and Diocese Officers shall be directed through the Diocese to their Pastoral Head.

4. Individual assessment by all Diocese Leaders shall be first a tithe.  One half of their tithe shall be directed to their Local Church and one half to their Pastoral Head.  Offering may be given of any amount and shall be directed as it pleases the giver.

5. For accounting and tax purposes, tithing monies to Pastoral Heads should be sent to the Mid-South Diocese Treasurer for the recipient. The treasurer will then issue a check to the designated leader.  A ten dollar ($10.00) a month administrative fee shall be charged to each gift to facilitate the accounting office.

In the F.O.I.C., we believe in giving.  We agree with Jesus’ words in Acts 20:35 that it is a blessing to give!  Holy Scripture teaches and we concur, that we give to demonstrate our love, our allegiance, and to honor or bless.  We also practice the biblical formula of giving which is Tithes and Offerings, Malachi 3:8-12; II Corinthians 8:1-7. We teach tithing in our churches and admonish our people to give, Philippians 4:17. We also practice the same ourselves by giving a tenth from the Church’s budget to Christian work and missions outside of ourselves.  Plus we practice the tithing principle by giving a tithe and offering from our personal finances.
In keeping with the tithing principle, the Bishop and Presbytery are asking that a percentage from the tithes of the Church or Ministry, as well as a percentage of the tithes from the Ministers who have membership in the Presbytery be given to support the Diocese and one’s Pastoral Head, Numbers 18:1-32.  The Bishop and Presbytery have decided not to ask for the full tithe but only a percentage of the tithe from the Churches and Ministers because of the following reason:
1. The support of Missions and other Benevolence Work by the local Church is of great value to us and should not be circumvented;

2. It is critically important that the Pastor or Ministry Heads lead by example in giving to the local Church and sometimes the tithe of the Pastor or Ministry Head is crucial in paying Church debts;

3. To fulfill the work of the Diocese and honoring of one’s Pastoral Head, we do not demand the whole tithe but only a small percentage;

4. We desire to avoid the appearance and thought we are only money grabbing.

5. We believe that Scripture gives us the discretion to receive at this time a lesser percentage of the tithes for operations; especially since the other part of the tithe is still being directed to the work of God’s House.

OFFICES
*Please note that the concern of this document is to clarify titles, offices and giving above the local Church. 

The following are the approved titles within the Mid-South Diocese and are appointed.
1.
Diocese Bishop


The Bishop is the C.E.O. of the Diocese.

2.
State Bishop


Is the senior official within a state and Assistant to the Diocese Bishop.

3.
Suffragan Bishop


A regional Bishop within the Diocese and is an Assistant to the State Bishop.

4.
Apostle

The title Apostle shall be reserved for a Bishop or some other highly respected and proven Minister, who has a trans-local ministry and is a Father and Pastor to other Ministers.

5.
Regional Overseer


Is the senior official in a geographical area.

6.
Regional Director

Is an assistant to the Regional Overseer and provides leadership to a part of the geographical area.

7.
Prophet, Evangelist, Teacher


These titles shall be conveyed upon Ministers who are respected, proven and operate out of these gifts.  These Ministers shall be trans-local.

8.
Pastor


The Pastor is the C.E.O. of a local Church.

9.
Presbyter


Is a member of the policy and oversight board of a region and/or the Diocese.

10.
President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer


These titles shall be used in the context of appointed and elected office holders.
11.
Superintendent

Is an appointed or elected board member at the upper Diocese level.  These individuals serve the Executive Staff of the Diocese.

12.
Commissioner


Is an appointed or elected board member at the Regional level.  These individuals serve the Regional Staff of the Diocese.

Qualifications for Offices
All Diocese Members are expected to fulfill their membership covenant by freely giving of their time, talents and treasures to make the F.O.I.C. and the Mid-South Diocese very successful.

A. State Bishop
To qualify for this office one must:

1. Be willing to support and assist the Diocese Bishop.

2. Oversee at least nine (9) Churches and Ministries.

3. Generate at least ten thousand ($10,000.00) dollars annually from these institutions for the Diocese.

4. Personally sow through tithes and offering at least three thousand ($3000.00) dollars annually.

B. Suffragan Bishop 

To qualify for this office one must:

1. Be willing to support and assist the State Bishop.

2. Oversee at least seven (7) Churches and Ministries.

3. Generate at least ten thousand ($10,000.00) dollars annually from these institutions for the Diocese.

4. Personally sow through tithes and offering at least three thousand ($3000.00) dollars annually.

C. Regional Overseer
To qualify for this office one must:

1. Be in an area which is not already covered or can be sub-divided.

2. Oversee at least four (4) Churches and Ministries.

3. Generate at least five thousand ($5000.00) dollars annually from these institutions for the Diocese.

4. Personally sow through tithes and offerings at least two thousand ($2000.00) dollars annually.
D. Regional Director 

To qualify for this office one must:

1. Be willing to support and assist the Regional Overseer.

2. Oversee at least three (3) Churches and Ministries.

3. Generate at least four thousand ($4000.00) dollars annually from these institutions for the Diocese.

4. Personally sow through tithes and offerings at least two thousand ($2000.00) dollars annually.

E. Pastor
To qualify for this office one must:

1. Be willing to support and assist their Regional Officer(s).

2. Get their Church involved in the Diocese activities.

3. The Church must give at least a thousand ($1000.00) dollars annually to the Diocese.

4. Personally sow through tithes and offerings.

F. Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists and Teachers
Who are not also Pastoring and who have been emancipated by their local Church and are heading a Para-Ministry may qualify for Diocese membership for their Ministry by:

1. Be willing to support and assist their Regional Officer(s). 
2. Get their Para-Ministry involved in Diocese activities.

3. The Para-Ministry must give at least three hundred ($500.00) dollars annually to the Diocese.

4. Personally sow through tithes and offerings.

G. Executive Staff
To qualify for these offices one must:

1. Serve at the will and pleasure of the Diocese Bishop.

2. Be faithful where you are and have a good reputation from among your peers.

3. If a Ministry Head or Pastor, have your institution actively involved.

4. Personally sow your tithes and offerings.

H. Regional Staff
To qualify for these offices one must:

1. Serve at the will and pleasure of the Regional Overseer.

2. Be faithful where you are and have a good reputation among your peers.

3. If a Ministry Head or Pastor, have your institution actively involved.

4. Personally sow your tithes and offerings.
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I. Members of the Fellowship Councils are appointed by the Regional Overseers.

II. Members of the Regional Council are appointed by the Senior Pastor.

III. Each adult member of a FOIC Fellowship is asked to donate $100.00 yearly for the support of their respective Fellowship.

IV. The Fellowships regularly meet on the 5th Sunday weekend.

Expectations:

The FOIC expects to have strong, vibrant Fellowships at every level: National, Diocese, State, Regional, District and in each Local Church. Inside the Local Church, these fellowships may be called Ministries. The Diocese Fellowships should become the model for all our Fellowships at each level.

National Presbytery of Bishops
The National Presbytery of Bishops consists of the Presiding Bishop, Regional Bishops and the General Counsel.

Bishop Wellington Boone, Presiding Bishop, The Father’s House, Atlanta, GA
